Type of Emergency Behavior Intervention

The caregiver must release the child if any
of the following apply:

(1) Short personal restraint

(A) Immediately when an emergency health
situation occurs during the restraint. The
caregiver must obtain treatment
immediately; or

(B) Within one minute, or sooner if the
danger is over or the emergency situation
no longer exists .

(2) Personal restraint

(A) Immediately when an emergency health
situation occurs during the restraint. The
caregiver must obtain treatment
immediately;

(B) Within one minute of the
implementation of a prone or supine
transitional hold;

(C) As soon as the child's behavior is no
longer a danger to himself or others;

(D) As soon as the medication is
administered; or

(E) When the maximum time allowed for
personal restraint is reached.
